Materials 

• Printable voting badge template  

• Red/white/blue cupcake liners 

• Ribbon 

• Scissors 

• Markers/colored pencils 

• Cardstock 

• Glue 

• Safety pins/tape 

 

Instructions 

1. Cut out the voting badges from the template  

2. Glue cupcake liners to the back of each voting badge 

3. Color in voting badges with markers or colored pencils 

4. Glue ribbon to the back of each badge 

5. Attach badges to shirt with tape or safety pin 
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
